Proceedings Among New NC Laws

bly enacted into law three bills of particular irgst to the
Sheriffs of North Carolina.

Senate Bill 167makes state prisons smoke-freel million dollar project will include 192 additionabeds

for inmates, employees and visitors; however, eygeg
and visitors may still smoke in their cars in théspn
parking lot. The bill also makes it unlawful fan mmate
to possess or for persons to provide tobacco ptedar
cell phones to state prison inmates.

At the request of the North Carolina Sheri
Association, this bill was amended to also apply
county jails and local confinement facilities ardpro-
vide that it is a Class 1 misdemeanor for: (ljranate
to possess tobacco products or a mobile telept{@hér
any person to give or sell to an inmate tobaccayxts
or a mobile telephone; and (3) for any person e ¢o-
bacco products or a mobile telephone to anothesoper
for the purpose of delivery of the tobacco produmts
mobile telephone to an inmate.

This new law will help address the problem
prisoners who are gang leaders and previously adelie
to maintain their criminal empire by ordering K
(assaults or killings) on informants or continutogoper-
ate their drug ring from prison using cell phoneson-
tact other prisoners as well as criminals outsidgrison,
and using tobacco products as “currency” in prison.

House Bill 1327 authorizes law enforcement

agencies to notify any public or private schoohpipal
of criminal intelligence information about a stutienin-
volvement in a gang if is “necessary to avoid imenit
danger to the life of a student or employee ofgbieool
or to the public school property.”

House Bill 1438provides for a pilot program
determine the effectiveness of using video confergy
to conduct certain court proceedings (other thamahc
trials). Because inmates can appear by video faohof

transport an inmate to court and reduces the risésg
cape and of injury to officers or citizens in aca®e at
tempt.

These three bills have been signed into law
Governor Beverly Perdue.
